Eligible applicants for the DHS Fellows 
for Public Service Program must meet the 
following minimum qualifications: 
 
Be currently enrolled in an approved 
graduate program. 

 
-OR- 

 

Have already received a Master’s degree 
from an approved graduate program. 
 

-OR- 
 

Be scheduled to complete their degree 
requirements at the end of the current 
semester, or completing their last year of 
studies.   
 
Have the ability to work between 20 and 30 
hours per week.  Individual schedules may 
vary based on the needs of the Fellow and 
the project requirements.

Related fields from accredited academic 
institutions also may be accepted. 
 

Fellows gain experience through an intensive 
project assignment chosen by the Fellow and 
Fellows Program Coordinator, with input from 
DHS Executive Staff. These projects address real 
issues, policies, strategies, or problems facing 
specific programs and services for a DHS division 
or program. 
 
Fellows learn about internal processes and 
procedures and key linkages to other divisions, 
governmental agencies, and community 
organizations.  
 
Fellows receive one-on-one professional 
development opportunities including 
mentorship and shadowing, and receive skills 
training through workshops and seminars. 
 

Each DHS Fellow receives bi-weekly compensation.
