Criminal Record Checks – Revised Regulations Effective October 1, 2003

Enclosed are revised Rules and Regulations for Conducting Criminal Record Checks for Employees of Long Term Care Facilities.  The regulations have been revised pursuant to Acts 1382 and 1393 of 2003.  These laws updated sexual offenses screened during a criminal record check to meet current definitions.

The list of disqualifying convictions found in Section 201 has been revised to show that sexual abuse in the first and second degree (Item # 15) is now sexual assault in the first, second, third and fourth degree.  Sexual solicitation of a child (Item # 16) is now sexual indecency with a child.  Carnal abuse (Item # 14) and violation of a minor (Item # 17) are now considered as obsolete definitions but will continue to be listed in Section 201 as disqualifying convictions in cases where these offenses are listed on future criminal record reports.  A new Section 201.3 has been added to clarify that all previously listed sexual offenses that were revised are still disqualifying convictions when listed on future criminal record reports.
