Criminal Record Checks – Revised Regulations Effective May 1, 2004

Enclosed are revised Rules and Regulations for Conducting Criminal Record Checks for Employees of Long Term Care Facilities.  The regulations have been revised pursuant to Act 1087 of 2003.  This law added two new disqualifying criminal convictions related to computer child exploitation.  Also addressed is the requirement for the requesting facility to monitor pending criminal record applications for timely completion.

The list of disqualifying convictions found in Section 201 has been revised to add:

#36.  
Computer child pornography, as prohibited in A.C.A. § 5-39-603, and


#37.
Computer exploitation of a child in the first degree, as prohibited in A.C.A. § 5-27-605


Section 209 has been amended to add “The facility shall monitor all pending criminal record check applications to ensure results are received within 30 calendar days for a state record check and 120 calendar days for a national (FBI) record check.  The facility shall make all efforts to resolve pending applications that exceed these timeframes and shall document those efforts.”
