Nursing Assistant Training Program (NATP) – In-facility Testing

The Office of Long Term Care would like to make sure that nursing homes and training programs are aware of the option to have the nursing assistant competency test administered on-site.  This option was part of the new contract services offered by the testing contractor, The Chauncey Group, beginning July 1, 2003.  

This option is available to nursing assistant training programs and eligible nursing homes, whether or not the facility has an approved training program.  The term “eligible nursing home” means the facility does not currently have a federal training prohibition that is imposed due to certain survey deficiencies. 

To be eligible for in-facility testing, a training program or facility must have a minimum of six (6) 

test candidates.  It does not matter whether the candidate was trained or employed by the requesting site, only that there are at least six candidates.  In other words, area facilities can combine candidates to meet the requirement for six.

The process to request in-facility testing is outlined in the Candidate Information Bulletin that has been issued to all facilities and training programs.  If you need more bulletins or in-facility test request forms, you can obtain this information at this following website:
