ADVISORY MEMO – Nursing Assistant Training Program – Alert 
______________________________________________________________________________
This memorandum is being issued to alert all facilities concerning a situation involving unapproved training of nursing assistants.  After investigation it has been verified that students that attended Allied College of Technical Sciences in Little Rock, Arkansas, who were trained in or after August 2006 or in 2007 have not received approved training.  Effective immediately, these individuals are not eligible to work as a CNA and should be removed from all CNA duties.  Some of these individuals have taken the state competency test and become certified.  If certified, their certification has been withdrawn.  All other identified students will not be allowed to test.  All affected students shall be required to re-train.  
All facilities should check their currently employed CNA staff to determine where they were trained.  If trained by Allied College, their status should be checked on the Registry.  If currently certified and in good standing, then they are not affected by this alert as only those who have been affected have had their certification withdrawn.  Facilities should not hire any student trained by Allied College who trained in or after August 2006 unless cleared by this Office.  
The OLTC is in the process of notifying all affected individuals of the need to re-train.  OLTC is working with the Arkansas State Board of Private Career Education in a joint effort to assist all affected students in pursuit of their re-training.  These efforts may include special funds available for the re-training so that the affected students shall not be burdened with these costs.
