ADVISORY MEMO – Nursing Assistant Training Program – Allied College Re-Training Courses
______________________________________________________________________________
This memorandum is a follow-up to the memorandum issued by this office dated April 23, 2007, concerning unapproved training that occurred at Allied College of Technical Sciences during the latter part of 2006 and early 2007.  As stated in the previous memorandum, all affected students would be required to re-train and re-test and that efforts were being coordinated with the State Board of Private Career Education to offer such classes at no charge.

We are pleased to announce that the make-up training (“teach-out”) courses have been organized and will be provided in the near future.  The “teach-out” training will be offered by Premium Health Care Training Academy (PHCTA).  The initial teach-out classes will be offered at Arkansas Baptist College located at 1621 Martin Luther King, Jr. Drive in Little Rock (to obtain directions ONLY call 370-4000) beginning on June 7, 2007.  Registration will be offered onsite June 1 and June 4 through June 6, from 8:30 a.m. until 11:30 a.m.  For follow-up registration or questions, please contact PHCTA at 501-337-9155.  Again, for affected Allied College students, there will be no tuition fees for this teach-out training.

Due to the number of Allied College students who were affected by this situation, there will be a need to offer several of these “teach-out” training courses during the upcoming weeks.  These training classes shall be on a “first registered” basis with priority given to those individuals who had taken their test and become certified.

Upon successful completion of the teach-out training, each student will be required to submit a copy of their Certificate of Completion to the Office of Long Term Care (OLTC) in order for 
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their status to be cleared for testing.  Allied College students who have independently obtained re-training through other sources need to also submit copies of their certificates for this same reason.
