Nursing Homes – Updated Facility Computer Specifications

CMS (Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services) is in the process of transitioning to a new mandated architecture structure and reporting software. CMS is scheduled to transition to this new reporting software in January 2006. In addition much of the software that supports the submission of patient assessments and facility reporting will be affected. For example: the Nursing Home Quality Indicator Reports and Submission and Error Reports.
As CMS proceeds with plans to perform needed upgrades, it will be necessary for facilities to ensure their computer meets the minimum PC system requirements by January 2006.  The new PC system requirements are listed below:
