c) have performed outstanding contributions or services, which have promoted, enhanced, and
enriched the quality of life for citizens of Arkansas, especially Senior Arkansans.

The form will need to completed and submitted to the local Area Agency on Aging (AAA) no later
than April 1, 2015.

The outstanding older Arkansans will be inducted into the Senior Arkansans Hall of Fame at 1:00 p.m.,
Thursday, May 7, 2015 in the State Capitol Rotunda in Little Rock.
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
