KARK-TV sponsor the event.

Each month a winner will be selected from all the nominations and highlighted on KARK. The
earlier you get your nominations in, the more chances they will have of being selected as a monthly
winner! The committee will select final honorees in each category from the monthly winners to be
recognized at the ceremony July 20, 2012.
