(traveling from Boston to Los Angeles) strikes the north tower of the World
Trade Center in New York City.

- 9:03 a.m. ET - United Airlines Flight 175 (traveling from Boston to Los Angeles)
strikes the south tower of the WTC in New York City.

- 9:37 am. ET - American Airlines Flight 77 (traveling from Dulles, Virginia, to
Los Angeles) strikes the Pentagon Building in Washington.

- 9:59 am. ET - South tower of WTC collapses in approximately 10 seconds.

- 10:03 a.m. ET - United Airlines Flight 93 (traveling from Newark, New Jersey,
to San Francisco) crashes in a field near Shanksville, Pennsylvania.

- 10:28 a.m. ET - North tower of WTC collapses. The time between the first at-
tack and the collapse of both towers is 102 minutes.

On this National Day of Service and Remem-
brance, how will you pay tribute to the victims,
survivors, and those who rose up in service in
response to the attacks?

I remember the day clearly. I was driving home
after dropping off my daughter at school when I
heard the breaking news on the radio. I rushed
home and sat aimlessly for hours in front of the
tv in shock, disbelief, and fear. For years I have
served with my church on this day to honor and
feed police, fire, paramedics, and all first respond-
ers.
